Verification process

Upon receiving your request, we will need to verify your identity to determine you are the same person
about whom we have the information in our system. These verification efforts require us to ask you to
provide information so that we can match it with information you have previously provided us. For
instance, depending on the type of request you submit, we may ask you to provide certain information
so that we can match the information you provide with the information we already have on file, or we
may contact you through a communication method (e.g., phone or email) that you have previously
provided to us.

e You may request correction of your personal data if it is incorrect or no longer
relevant, or ask to restrict the processing of the information.

e You can designate an authorized agent to make a request under the CCPA on your
behalf. We may deny a request from an authorized agent that does not submit
proof that they have been validly authorized to act on your behalf in accordance
with the CCPA.

¢ [You may request to opt out from future selling or sharing of your personal
information to third parties. Upon receiving an opt-out request, we will act upon
the request as soon as feasibly possible, but no later than fifteen (15) days from
the date of the request submission. ]

Financial Incentives

“Financial incentive” means a program, benefit, or other offering, including payments to consumers as
compensation, for the disclosure, deletion, sharing, or sale of personal information.

15. DO VIRGINIA RESIDENTS HAVE SPECIFIC PRIVACY RIGHTS?

In Short: Yes, if you are a resident of Virginia, you may be granted specific rights regarding access to
and use of your personal information.

Virginia CDPA Privacy Notice
Under the Virginia Consumer Data Protection Act (CDPA):

“Consumer” means a natural person who is a resident of the Commonwealth acting only in an
individual or household context. It does not include a natural person acting in a commercial or
employment context.

“Personal data” means any information that is linked or reasonably linkable to an identified or
identifiable natural person. “Personal data” does not include de-identified data or publicly available
information.

“Sale of personal data” means the exchange of personal data for monetary consideration.

If this definition of “consumer” applies to you, we must adhere to certain rights and obligations
regarding your personal data.
